We hope you enjoy this interview
with Mr. Esenyel, where we talk about
the past 10 years, developments in
maritime law, sectoral problems and
future projects.

-Mr. Esenyel, you celebrated
your 10th anniversary.

‘We wish you a happy
anniversary. Could you tell
us a little bit about these
past 10 years and yourself?

-Atty. Selquk Esenyel: As you
know, we recently celebrated our 10th
anniversary as Esenyel Hukuk with our
beloved friends. It was an important
milestone for us. In fact, these 10 years
passed very quickly and passed with
you. It was enjoyable, full of struggle,
sometimes joyful and sometimes sad. We
are still at the beginning of the road. We
have more work. Together we will do
better and better things. We will continue
our journey without giving up. We don’t
have a chance to give up anyway. We have
a lot of work to do. As a country, we need
to work hard. Especially these days... Our
world and our country are going through
difficult times. Our region is problematic
and Turkish sailors are in the middle of
all these problems, as always. When I
looked back, I saw that we entered into
difficult struggles with the sailors, many
of whom are now our friends, that we
undertook beautiful projects together, and
that we were happy and sad together. Of
course, like everyone else, we strive to
earn our money, but we have seen that
accumulating great friendships, losing
money when necessary, and maintaining
an honorable stance are much more
important. I don’t come from a sailor
family, but I always felt and tried to feel
like one of you. I think this is one of the
secrets of success.

-What are the difficulties
of your job?

-1 think there really needs to be
specialization in being a lawyer. The aim
should not be to obtain a lawyer’s license
and provide services in every branch.
Each branch of law is unique and requires
expertise. I think that everyone should
not try all kinds of cases. There are
examples in the world too. Increasing the
quality of advocacy is also very important
in terms of shortening judicial periods. I
give a lot of advice to our young lawyer
brothers in this direction. A job cannot be
learned without working or being forced.

Unfortunately, it is very difficult
to work as a lawyer in Tirkiye and
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unfortunately, there are many issues that
need to be corrected in our justice system.

Like every job, being a lawyer has
its difficult aspects. The most important
principle is trust. Our people are
emotional. He can make emotional
decisions. As you know, most of them
are from the Black Sea region. So, he is
combative and stubborn. He likes face
to face and close contact. Psychology
is a very important course and should
definitely be taught in law schools. Our
people are the most hard-working and
most practical intelligent people in the
world. Our lawyers are the same. Lawyers
are one of the most important parts of
the legal system. In our geography, it
is still considered shameful to consult
a lawyer. We need to overcome this.
Be sure to consult your lawyer before
doing anything. Preventive law is an
indispensable part of the new world.
The important thing is to go to a lawyer
without being sued. Unfortunately, we
still have many companies that do not
know the terms of the contract they
signed. When there is a lawsuit, the costs
are much higher, so we make money.
But this is not true, trust your lawyer and
listen to his advice. Our judgment times
are above the world average and I think
our rate of correct decisions could be
better. I think we can do better.

I think there should be reform in the
law. There are certain studies on this
subject. There were also some platforms
we participated in. But Tiirkiye has not
yet been able to carry out this judicial
reform. Justice reform is a must. Believe
me, this is an issue that even affects the
crime rate in the country. If individuals
in a society are afraid of going to court,
it means there is a problem in that justice
system. We mostly try to resolve our own
cases amicably. Indeed, the worst peace is
better than the best judgment. Preventive
law is very important. Please consult with
lawyers before and when you are sued.
Believe me, your legal costs will decrease
even more. Currently, in our society,
when going to a meeting with a lawyer,
the main reasons are the length, unknown
and the rate of correct decisions.

I am proud to be a part of the justice
process. We have tried to tell the truth
in our own sector so far. This mediation
system has also brought us somewhere.
We did not hesitate to tell the truth, that
is, to show the right path. Our job here is

Bdyle olunca maalesef halen Tiirk
denizcileri bile aralarindaki ihtilaflar igin
ingiliz mahkemelerini tercih ediyor. Ben
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consultancy rather than full-fledged
advocacy. Consultancy work needs to
be developed. Lawyers need to consult
with lawyers not only when they have
a case but also when they are about to
start a business. After going to the case,
almost all my friends will look into the
matter. However, when the case does not
go to trial, the courts will be relieved,
they will be saved from attorney and trial
expenses, and at the same time, the issue
will be off the table and the parties will be
able to return to their business.

-Do we have this counseling
awareness?

-This consciousness actually exists.

Even more than other sectors. Although
maritime seems big, it is actually a small
sector, so the parties can reach each other
easily. In maritime, the chances of the
parties knowing each other are very high.

When the economy or maritime
income is good, problems can be resolved
amicably. However, when the economy is
bad, quilts can be burned to kill fleas. As
you know, most of our sailors are from
the Black Sea region, unfortunately we
cannot solve it at the table.

In England, it can be solved faster and
with more accurate decisions. But it is
very costly. It’s around 10 to 15 times
that of our lawyers. In my opinion, one
of the most important services that the
British sell in the world is law. I can say
that there has been corruption in their
system in recent years. I cannot say that
we have a complete recovery. We need
radical reforms.

-So where are we in maritime
law? How are our courts?

-This is exactly where the importance
of specialization and judicial reform
comes into play. We have one commercial
court of first instance in Istanbul that
deals exclusively with disputes related
to maritime trade. It used to be called
Maritime Specialized Court, but then
they even changed its name. Do you
think there shouldn’t be a maritime court
on duty in a city like Istanbul? Incidents
happen, the courts are closed on the
weekend, the ships are detained because
transactions cannot be carried out on the
weekend. Please do not compare with
other countries. Istanbul is one of the
most important trade points in the world.
Would it be bad if there was a good
maritime court and experts explained the
issue to our judges with models when
necessary?

Therefore, unfortunately, even Turkish
sailors still prefer British courts for their
disputes. I can’t stomach this. Believe
me, I feel humiliated. Experienced sailors
know; The costs of filing a lawsuit in
England are 20-30 times higher...

-If we give an example
from the world, how
is the situation?

-The British are number one in
maritime law. For example, in the rental
and purchase and sale agreement, the

British guided this business. If you look
at the numbers, the Greeks are more
dominant in maritime, but the contracts
or rules have always been approved by
the British.

We are making a ship purchase and
sale contract between two Turks, but
the court is British. Now almost all of
the printed contracts refer to the English
courts. All of them, including charters
and purchase and sale agreements, refer
to their courts. Almost all maritime
contracts refer to the English court. If the
reforms we mentioned could be realized,
Turkish courts and Turkish law would
also start to write. Recently, it has been
among the preferred legal systems in
Singapore and Dubai. But unfortunately
not Tiirkiye. What bothers me the most is
that two Turkish business people prefer
foreign courts and foreign law to handle
disputes between them. Unfortunately,
this also exists on the maritime side,
and English court and English law are
mostly preferred in contracts between
two Turkish maritime companies. If such
a choice is in question, we cannot say
that we are doing some things right. As
a Turkish lawyer, I feel ashamed of this
and I also feel guilty. We need to do our
best to fix this and we have opinions
and projects regarding this. We have a
project to establish a maritime arbitration
center with some of my maritime law
colleagues and I hope we will achieve
this. But we are still at the very beginning
of the journey. Unfortunately, we do not
even have specialized maritime courts.
I think we should have offshore courts
24/7 in a place where there is such heavy
maritime traffic. Don’t you think it would
be nice?

-The hottest issue right now is the

developments in the Suez Canal. As you
know, shipowners started to go around
the Cape of Good Hope instead of going
through the Suez Canal, due to the attacks
of the Houthis in Yemen on commercial
ships passing through the Red Sea. As a
result, additional costs, increased sailing
times and container shortages arise.
Unfortunately, we may be greatly affected
by this situation because there will be an
increase in the prices of goods coming
to Tirkiye from the Far East due to
the increase in freight. This, of course,
may also negatively affect our exports. In
addition, shrinking trade and increasing
sanction pressures due to the war between
Ukraine and Russia. Along with these, we

currently have two important issues. One
is our maritime labor law, which needs
to be changed urgently, and the other is
the disproportionate environmental fines
imposed on commercial ships. Our current
maritime labor law neither regulates the
personal rights of our seafarers nor leaves
our shipowners the chance to compete
in the international arena. A study was
carried out in this direction under the
leadership of our Chamber of Shipping,
but we have not yet received any results. I
hope we can achieve this in 2024.

As for environmental penalties; Of
course, there should be environmental
penalties and they should only be
proportionate. I think that the pollution
fines imposed recently are very high and
are contrary to the nature of the fine.
The high penalties have gone beyond
deterrence and have attracted the attention
of foreign shipowners, charterers and
insurers who will call in Tirkiye or have
their ships repaired. Foreign shipowners
and insurers have already begun to reflect
the high fines they have incurred on
freight rates. [ think this is a situation that

will even affect inflation. A new regulation
should be intreduced as soon as possible,
taking into account international practices.
